There are many options as to how one can include the church in a will.

1) Gifts can be directed to and restricted for a particular use, or have no restrictions with the use to be
determined by the church.

2) Gifts can be designated as an endowed bequest, requiring the church to hold the funds permanently, an
use only the distributable earnings.

3) Gifts do not have to be specisc assets such as cash, stocks, bonds, land, etc. Instead, a gift can be a sp
percentage of the estate value.

4) The church can be named as a benesciary of a life insurance policy, IRA, or other retirement plan. In thi
tRerehis nﬁ tax liability on the distribution. Again, in this case a percentage of the value can be designate
the church.
