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Dear Church Family,

If you follow the news, it seems like we have been transported back to the cold 
war days of fears of war with Russia. The conflict over Ukraine has the terrible 
potential to split East and West. At borders, soldiers are nervously eyeing the 
other side with weapons ready. We certainly should pray for peace and calm in 
that part of the world and for a peaceful resolution. The Baptist Standard        
highlighted one part of this story that we should specifically make a matter for 
prayer. The interim president of Ukraine, Oleksandr Turchynov, is a lay Baptist 
preacher and elder at the Word of Life Center in Kiev. He was once a member of 
the Soviet Communist Party, but he became a Christian in 1998. He has a long 
record of advocating for religious freedom and has been active with the Baptist 
World Alliance. Baptists have a long history in Ukraine, and one scholar on that 
nation referred to Ukraine as the “‘Bible belt’ of the former Soviet Union.” Please 
join me in praying for all of the world leaders involved in this situation—and      
particularly for the tremendous challenges facing Mr. Turchynov. 

This story is also a reminder of the tremendous impact of missions around the 
world. Baptist mission efforts over 100 years ago have led to a Christian leader 
navigating his nation through difficult times. Who knows how God may use and 
multiply our work! On Sunday we commissioned our Ethiopia Mission Team who 
leave this Friday. Please pray for effective work and a powerful witness as they 
build in Bantu. Pray also for the pastors and churches there for new strength and 
encouragement as they follow Christ.

Providence House provides short-term transitional housing in combination with an individualized support 
program including: education programs, child care, parenting, money management, and life skills develop-
ment. Once families have met the program goals and expectations, they advance to “Project Next Step”, 
where they transition in to subsidized apartments throughout our community. They continue to receive 
case management and access to other services through Providence House for up to 2 years. When they 
graduate the program, the lease is signed over in their name where they continue to live long-term. 
Graduation is the culmination of months of guidance from the staff to the residents who came to the        
organization as homeless families who need a hand up to gain stability. The graduation ceremonies, which 
are twice a year, are the final step our residents take toward independent living.
