Dear Church Family,

I hope you were in worship last week! We had over 600 in the sanctuary, and it was a great time 
glorifying God, reflecting on the promises of God for our lives, celebrating the work of First Baptist 
Church School, and honoring our veterans. It truly was a great day! I have been reflecting on 
perseverance this week—sparked by a discussion of William Wilberforce in our men’s book study. 
Wilberforce dedicated himself to the abolition of slavery in England. This was a new and shocking 
idea at the time in the Western world, and it was a monumental task requiring decades of work. In 
celebrating our school on Sunday, I was struck by the impact of 42 years of persevering, 
dedicated work to Christian education.

Could 
we bring hope to a struggling neighborhood if we “buckled down” for 42 years of work and 
showing Christ’s love there?
